Liberal Arts Events Are Highlights of the University’s 50"
Anniversary

The College has an incredible array of events in store for the 2008-2009
academic year—the 50t anniversary of our institution—courtesy of our
programs in visual arts, theatre, music, film, cultural tourism, history,
geography, women’s studies, English, sociology, arts administration and
creative writing. The talents of internationally recognized guest
performers and scholars will join with those of our own faculty
and students to produce classical concerts and jazz jams; panel
discussions and readings; art exhibits and gallery openings;
musical theatre and original plays; lectures and exhibitions; a film
festival and a variety of other fetes. UNO’s location in one of
the most culturally rich cities in the United States provides our Liberal
Arts majors with a unique—perhaps unparalleled—creative environment,
the results of which we will display proudly over the next nine months.

The calendar below lists all the remaining events produced/hosted by
your College (many others have already taken place this semester). A
few highlights to note:

During the fall of 2008, The University of New Orleans Jazz Orchestra
will make its debut. Modeled after the popular New Orleans Jazz
Orchestra and mentored by some of NOJO’s most accomplished
musicians, UNOJO will provide a training ground for young musicians as
well as enhancement of their already burgeoning careers.

The UNO Midlo Center for New Orleans studies will continue the
popular “History Ya-Ya” series with sessions on two of our favorite
subjects: music (the contribution of public schools teachers to New
Orleans jazz) and food (the tradition of the elaborate Reveillon dinner at
Christmas time in New Orleans).

The early spring of 2009 will bring a very special art exhibition entitled
HxWxD: MFA Alumni Anniversary Collection. This show will feature
works from 25-30 UNO alumni who received the MFA degree from our
distinguished program in the Department of Fine Arts. Although many
have gone on to earn respect, admiration and national recognition in the
art world, this cadre of UNO artists has, until now, never been exhibited
together.

The Film program will host the UNO Film Festival in May of 2009,
featuring our students’ films but also accepting submissions of short films
from non-UNO students.

This will be a year like no other in terms of cultural offerings at UNO.

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REGISTRATION FOR SPRING 2009

Registration for the Spring semester begins on Monday, November 3. Graduate students and
athletes will register first, followed by currently enrolled seniors with the highest number of hours
earned. Registration for currently enrolled students will proceed in decreasing order according to
the number of hours earned. Please note: Priority for registration is based on your classification
and the number of hours earned as of the beginning of the Fall 2008 semester. Check WebSTAR
(learner services > academics > view enrollment appointment) for the
specific time and date you will be able to access the registration system.

THINK YOU'RE Admitted re-entry (former UNQO) students, new transfer students, new
GRADUATING IN graduate students, and cross-enrolled students will be able to register
MAY 2009, beginning November 22, after all continuing students have had an
AUGUST 2009, or opportunity to do so.

Web-STAR does not block enrollment in most courses based on prerequisites; it is your
responsibility to find out whether you qualify to take each course. DO NOT REGISTER FOR A
COURSE UNLESS YOU KNOW YOU HAVE MET THE ELIGIBILITY REQUIREMENTS FOR THAT
COURSE. You will very likely be dropped from the class if you do so — probably after it is too

late to add another.

QUICK TIP: Although the schedules of students who don’t pay their fees on time are supposed
to be purged, we have found that in many cases it simply doesn’t happen — and the students may
be totally unaware that they are still enrolled. The result: they end up with a schedule full of Fs
and a big bill for courses they didn’t take. So DO NOT RELY ON THE SCHEDULE PURGE TO
GET YOURSELF OUT OF CLASSES FOR WHICH YOU’VE REGISTERED! IF YOU DECIDE NOT
TO ATTEND AFTER REGISTERING FOR THE SPRING, FOLLOW THE USUAL PROCEDURE FOR
DROPPING CLASSES/RESIGINING AND GET HARD COPY CONFIRMATION THAT YOU HAVE

RESIGNED!

RESTRICTED ACCESS

Some courses have restricted access and require you to get the department’s permission to add. If
you try to add restricted courses, you will receive the error message “Department Consent Needed
to Register for this Course.” This means that the department must give you online permission to
register. If you think you meet the requirements and should be registering for a restricted course,
contact the department that is offering the course (Sociology, Anthropology, etc.) to request

permission to add the course. (We emphasize “request” to remind you that “no” may be the
answer you receive. Departments are well within their rights to deny admission to their courses to
students who do not meet prerequisite or classification requirements, or whose admission will
exceed the limits under which the course can be taught effectively.) Department personnel will
explain the procedure for acquiring the appropriate permission for registering for a restricted
course. In most cases, you will have to collect one or two signatures before you are given online
access to register yourself for the course.

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GRADUATION
Graduating in May 2009, August 2009, or December 2009?

1. REQUEST A GRADUATION CHECKSHEET

If you have discussed remaining requirements with your faculty advisor and it seems possible for you to
graduate next spring, summer, or fall, request a graduation checksheet from the College Office (MH 273)
as soon as possible. This is different from a departmental checksheet, by which you may have been charting
your progress with your advisor; you must have an “official” checksheet completed by Ms. LeBlanc in
order to graduate. (If you have already completed this step, please do not sign up to receive a new
checksheet! We update our copy each semester; if you’ve lost yours, we will make a copy of the updated
version for you.)

2. FILE AN APPLICATION FOR DEGREE

An Application for Degree should be completed during the semester preceding the semester of your
intended graduation. An electronic version of the Application for Degree is available on the Registrar’s
page of the UNO website. There is a $50.00 diploma fee.

3. RESIDENCY REQUIREMENTS

UNO requires that the last 25% of your degree be taken in residence —
that is, at UNO, while enrolled in the College of Liberal Arts. Credit by
Advanced Standing Exam, CLEP tests, LSU Independent Study, or any
other non-traditional means may NOT be earned and used toward
graduation once you are in the last 30 hours of your degree. If you have
changed from one college to another, YOU must change your
Program/Plan with the College you are entering. Remember that, after
you have completed any coursework from an institution other than
UNO, you will need to have your transcripts forwarded to UNO’s
Admissions Department.

4. SUBMIT WAIVERS, SUBSTITUTIONS, & EXCEPTIONS
Bring written verification of any waivers, substitutions, or exceptions promised to you by your department
Chair or Undergraduate Coordinator to Ms. LeBlanc.

5. VERIFY YOUR MINOR

If you are minoring in a discipline that is not housed in Liberal Arts, provide Ms. LeBlanc with written
verification of your minor from the appropriate College. (For Liberal Arts interdisciplinary minors, see Dr.
John Hazlett for all geographical area studies minors; Dr. Laura Tuley for the Women’s Studies minor; and
Dr. David Allen for the Environmental Studies minor.)

6. MAKE THE COLLEGE AWARE OF CHANGES

Notify the College if your graduation plans change by filing a Notice of Graduation Change form and
filling out a new Application for Degree. The fee for filing an additional Application for Degree after the
first is now $50.00. So plan carefully!

7. MONITOR YOUR GPA

Meet with or email Ms. LeBlanc or Ms. Cannon if you are concerned about your grade-point averages in
the 5 areas that require a 2.0. The 5 areas in which you must have a GPA of 2.0 or better in order to
graduate are:

* Overall

* UNO courses

* Courses in your major

* All Liberal Arts courses

* The last 60 hours of your degree

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FOR TRANSFER STUDENTS

Residency Requirements
The University residency requirement states that the last 25% of coursework for your degree (for most LA
majors, the last 30 hours) must be taken in residence at UNO while enrolled in the College that will grant
the degree (in your case, of course, Liberal Arts). In addition, the College residency requirement states that
students must take at least 12 hours of coursework in their major at UNO, and that 9 of those 12 hours
must be at the 3000 level or higher.

Transfer Proficiency Exam
If you transfer to UNO with the equivalent of ENGL 1158 (second-semester freshman composition) with a
grade of “C” or better, YOU MUST CONFIRM THAT CREDIT by taking and passing the English 1158
Proficiency Exam for Transfer Students within your first two regular semester enrollments at UNO. The
exam is offered twice in each regular (fall and spring) semester, and you have two chances to pass it—
provided that both attempts take place within the two-semester window. (Note: The Fall 2005 semester
will not be counted against your two semesters of eligibility.) You may take one 2000-level literature
course before passing the exam, provided you take both the course and the exam in your first semester at
UNO. Register for the exam in the Freshman English Office, LA 201.

“Non-Equivalent” Transfer Credit
Transfer students are often concerned when they receive the Evaluation of Transfer Credit compiled by the
Office of Admissions and see that some of their transfer courses were determined to have no direct UNO
equivalent. Such courses are labeled by their subject and level only (for example, “FTCA 3000NE”), giving
some students the impression that the credit in question was not accepted here. NOT TRUE!! If the course
appears on your evaluation, it has been accepted by the university, and (assuming you passed it and there
is a place for it in the curriculum you are following) it can be used toward your degree. “NE” (“non-
equivalent”) does not mean “not accepted.” If you have a number of “NE” transfer courses in your major
that you believe might be appropriate substitutes for UNO requirements in your discipline, speak to the
Chair or Undergraduate Coordinator in your department. If that person agrees with your assessment, he or
she will send a memo to the College office so that the substitution can be noted when it is time for your
graduation check-out. For “NE” courses outside your major, it is generally not necessary for you to seek
out written approval from various departments to use that work in fulfillment of General Degree or
College requirements; the College will handle these matters, unless your input is needed or you believe an
error was made in evaluating your transfer work.

Check your schedule to make sure there are no classes in which you are mistakenly enrolled and about
which you were unaware!! If there are, DROP THEM!!

Now is the time to review your progress and performance thus far, examine your syllabi for remaining
assignments, and assess your prospects for success in each course. Talk with your instructor if you are
considering dropping a course. Do not stay in a course you are failing if there is no realistic hope of
passing. You will not be allowed to drop retroactively simply because you “thought you could pull it out,”
but it turned out you could not. If you think you must keep a class you are failing because of Financial Aid
reasons, please consult your Financial Aid counselor. And remember, while “W” grades do count against
the number of hours you are allowed to take while retaining financial aid, so do grades of “F” — and the Fs
destroy your GPAI!!l Be sure to get a printed copy of your revised schedule after you complete any drops.

(UFVA) conference in August 2009. UFVA, founded in 1947, is an
international organization of professionals and institutions involved in the
production and study of film, video, and other media arts, where media
production and writing meet the history, theory and criticism of the
media. The UFVA members are image-makers and artists, teachers and
students, archivists and distributors, librarians, and manufacturers. The
Film Arts program’s ability to upgrade to HD equipment, as well as to
utilize new HD workflows, was key to providing the right environment
needed to host such an event.

UNO’s Film Arts program is one of 30 in the country to be reviewed in
Film School Confidential 2007, the most trusted academic guide for
prospective filmmakers.

The Theatre program’s 2008-2009 season begins with Two One-Acts: An
Existential Double Bill: The Dark End of Day, written by UNO student
Whitney Buss, followed by Eugene lonesco’s The Chairs, guest directed by
Rodney Hudson. Hudson comes to UNO from Syracuse University, where
he has been a professor in the Theatre department for the past 14 years.
In addition to his career in educational theatre he has been a professional
actor, singer and director for over 30 years. Some notable roles include
the Cheshire Cat and Unicorn in Alice in Wonderland starring Meryl
Streep and Big Daddy in Cat on a Hot Tin Roof. Hudson was a company
member of Harvard University’s famed American Repertory Theatre,
where he performed Nagg in Joanne Akalitis” version of Samuel Beckett’s
Endgame and Death in Robert Wilson’s Alcestis. Hudson has also acted
professionally in 11 Shakespearean roles, which he is putting to great use
teaching an Acting Shakespeare course this semester.

Performances are on October 30 & 31, November 1, 6, 7, & 8 at
7:30 p.m., as well as November 9 at 2:30 p.m. All shows will be
presented in the UNO Robert E. Nims Theatre on the first floor of the
Performing Arts Center. Tickets are $12 for the general public; $8 for
seniors and for UNO students, faculty, and staff.

“Forgetfulness and ignorance of
University policies and

procedures are not acceptable

reasons.”

Appeals to Register or Add
Courses After the Deadline:

First, ask yourself: “Am |
submitting this appeal because
the class was full during regular

registration and | figured |
would just ‘sit in’ until a seat
opened up?” If the answer is
“yes,” don’t bother with the
appeal; it will not be approved.
And that will be true even if the
instructor told you to do so. All
sections of all courses are
considered closed at the end of
final registration, so it is not
possible for a seat to “open

”»

up.

Appeals to Drop Courses or
Resign After the Deadline:

Ask yourself if there were
EXTRAORDINARY
CIRCUMSTANCES TOTALLY
BEYOND YOUR CONTROL
which prevented you from
dropping courses by the drop
date. If not, then you should
not attempt to file an appeal. It
will not be approved. If you
have any questions about the
appeals process contact your
college office at 280-6267.

Quick Tip: If you have to make
an appeal to add a class late or
register late, turn it in quickly!!
Do not hold on to the appeal
and submit it at your leisure,
thinking it "doesn't matter"
when it's turned it. It DOES
matter. And the longer you
wait to bring the appeal to the
College office, the less chance
there is that it will be
approved.
